Postal Entries Close Friday 28" August 2009
Entries only will be accepted after this date by competitors
who qualify at the last qualifier Show
and have seven days to enter



This schedule is ONLY for those competitors who have qualified
for the Equestrian Life 2009 Working Hunter and Showing
Championship classes held at venues across the East Midlands
and South Yorkshire during 20009.

In order to enter these championships you should be in possession
of a valid 2009 Registration Card (purchased for £12) which has
your unique Registration Card Number on and also a Class
Qualification Card which you received in the ring when you
gualified. You must bring your Registration Card with you to the
Championships and register with Equestrian Life on arrival to
receive your back number. The Class Qualification Card MUST
accompany your entry form as proof of qualification.

Remember : If you have qualified in more than one class, you may
enter up to a maximum of FIVE CLASSES at the Championships.

ALL CLASSES IN EACH RING WILL FOLLOW ON. ALL TIMES
ARE APPROXIMATE BUT ARE SUBJECT TO ALTERATION.

All efforts have been made to avoid classes which you have
gualified for clashing. However, if they do clash you MUST
choose which class you wish to compete in. NO CLASSES
WILL BE HELD UP FOR COMPETITORS AND COMPETITORS
MUST STAY IN THE RING AND NOT GO OUT OF THE RING TO
COMPETE IN ANOTHER CLASS IN ANOTHER RING.

The Entry Fee for The Equestrian Life Working Hunter and
Showing Championships is £5.00 per class, plus £2.00 per
competitor for First Aid cover.

All the Equestrian Life Championship classes are to be held
outdoors, on the all-weather surface arenas.
